2007 rule proposal deadline is January 10

USA Speedway’ sinitial season in 2006
operated under the AMA’s 2005 Pro-Am
Speedway Supplementary Regulations.
Beginning in 2007, USA Speedway will issue a
proprietary rule book which incorporates the
protest and appeal s process of AMA Sports.

The USA Speedway Rules Committee will
meet to consider 2007 rule changes on
Saturday, January 27, 2007 in Long Beach,
California. All USA Speedway members and
interested parties are invited to submit rule
proposals, but to be placed on the formal
agenda proposals must be postmarked on or
before January 10, 2007.

A Rule Proposal form isincluded in this
newsletter and will be sent to you by e-mail or
regular mail on request. If you do not use the
form, be sure to provide your proposal in detail,

include an explanation of why you think the
change is needed and give your contact info.

Proposals received after the deadline will
be discussed by the Rules Committee, time
allowing, under new business.

Decisions of the USA Speedway Rules
Committee will be presented to the Board of
Directors on Monday, January 29 for
ratification.

The 2007 USA Speedway Rules of
Competition will then be published in
February.

Seeds 13-14 will be selected by USA
Speedway and AMA Sports prior to the 2007
series from riders who send in a Letter of Intent
requesting entry.

An additional 8 riderswill be selected from
among those filing LOIs to round out the 22-
rider field for the opening event of the 2007
National Championship Series.

2007 FIM (Under 21) Championships

Two American riders will compete in the
same qualifier, on May 13 at atrack in England
yet to be announced. Seven will advance to one
of two semifinals, either June 16 at Vojens,
Denmark or June 17 at Daugavpils, Latvia.
Eight survive each semi for a shot at the World
Championship on September 9 in Ostrow,
Poland.

Neil Facchini, the winner of the 2006 AMA
USA Speedway Under 21 National
Championships, would have earned an
automatic seed for one of those two spots, but
he will be past the FIM’s maximum age in
2007 and can't utilize the seed.

All riders submitting a L etter of Intent will
be considered for the two spot, with 2006
performance and past experience given major
consideration.

2007 FIM Grand Prix Qualifiers
One American rider will compete in the
June 30 Qualifying Round 4 in Motala,
Sweden. The top 7 from that event move on to
one of two semifinals, either July 7 in Lonigo,



Italy, or July 8 in Ljubljana, Slovenia The top
8 from each semi go to the Grand Prix
Challenge on September 15 in Vojens,
Denmark. And from that event three riders will
earn seeds into the 2008 FIM Grand Prix
Series.

In 2006, Billy Janniro was America s only
rider in this competition and he failed to reach

More information will be in our next issue,
but the Classic Speedway Bike Show planned
for January 28 on the Queen Mary will again
feature a number of historic and beautiful
scooters. Once again, we owe a great debt of
gratitude to Rick and Pat Newlee and the
Arizona Speedway M useum, who will
provide the nucleus of the display. It s not too
late to have a machine included in the show,
but we need to hear from any additional owners
who want to be part of the show very soon...

We watched with interest the disciplinary
proceedings in the FIM regarding
unsportsmanlike behavior by former world
champ Nicki Pederson at alate-season 2006
event. An FIM disciplinary court upheld stiff
penalties against Pederson and placed him on
probation, and also penalized Team Denmark
manager and nice guy Jan Staechman for
failing to intercede. Pederson is unquestionably
one of the finest Speedway talents on the planet
but needs to install alonger fuse...

There' s been alot of discussion about the
way that AMA USA Speedway and FIM age
rules meshed — or more accurately didn’'t mesh
—for national and international 2006-07 Under
21 Championships.

New AMA USA Speedway National Under
21 Champion Neil Facchini captured that title
in hislast year of eligibility, but can’t take
advantage of the seed it earned him into the
2007 FIM Junior Championships because he'll
be too old.

Meanwhile, rising star Ricky Wells was too
young to take part in the 2006 AMA USA
Speedway Championships even though he
would have been old enough to ride in the 2007
FIM Championships if he had earned a seed.

Confusing?

The way the rules are worded in both AMA
USA Speedway and FIM regulationsisthat a
rider must have reached the minimum age to
compete before the beginning of the event. On



the maximum age sided of things, riders remain
eligible until the end of the calendar year in
which they reach the maximum age.

That made Ricky Wells a spectator for one
more year because he was still 15 on the day of
the 2006 AMA USA Speedway
Championships.

Neil Facchini, meanwhile, was éligiblein
2006 because it’ s the year in which he turned
21...but he will not be eligible in 2007 because
it'sthe year in which he turns 22.

To sum up, the AMA USA Speedway and
the FIM rules are consistent but will
occasionally present cracks like the one Neil
fallsinto when events from one calendar year
are used to determine seeds for the next.

If you think you have an ideafor a better
way to structure the age requirements, be sure
to get your idea on its way to us before the
January 10 deadline so that it can be discussed
by the USA Speedway Rules Committee later
this month...

I’m privileged to be a member of the
Motorsports Hall of Fame Nominating
Committee and would be hard-pressed to argue
with any of these selections, but clearly our
little corner of the racing world has not yet
gained recognition in Novi.

In an effort to reverse that situation, the
following letter was recently posted to all
members of the nominating committee in hopes
that sooner rather than later Speedway
motorcycle racing will join this exclusive club.

Dear Friends,

This message is to encourage all MSHF
votersto give special consideration in the
current round of balloting to FIM World
Soeedway Champions Jack Milne (historic) and
Bruce Penhall (motorcycles) for induction in
2007.

2007 marks the 70th anniversary of Jack
Milne's historic FIM World Championship in
Wembley Sadium, making him America'sfirst
motorcycling world champion. His
contributions to the sport run much deeper than
excellence on the track, however, as Jack was a
crucial figurein the re-introduction of
Speedway to the United Sates in the 1960s.
Sories of his commitment to the sport and his
devotion to the riders who followed in his
wheel tracks are countless. Jack Milneisatrue
giant in American motorcycle sport.

2007 will also mark the 25th anniversary of
an unforgettable evening in the Los Angeles
Coliseum as America hosted its only World
Individual Speedway Championship and gained
itsfirst and to date only two-time champion in
Bruce Penhall.

Bruce'srelatively short Speedway career
produced FIM World Championshipsin 1981



and 1982, a World Best Pairs Championship
with Bobby Schwartzin 1981 and AMA
National Championshipsin 1980 and 1981.

In a story-book finish to his career he also
joined Team USA members Bobby Schwartz,
Scott Autrey, Shaun and Kelly Moran in
winning a 1982 Team World Championship.

Penhall literally retired from Speedway on
the CHIPS TV program, where art and his TV
persona of Bruce Nelson imitated real life.

Life after Speedway has included world
titles in offshore powerboat racing and Bruce
remains an avid supporter of American
Soeedway to this day.

Jack Milne and Bruce Penhall were
inducted into the Motorcycle Hall of Famein

Upcoming events

1998 and 1999 respectively and they were
named as AMA Team USA Speedway Honorees
in 2006. They are most deserving of your votes
for induction into the Motorsports Hall of
Fame and your consideration will be
appreciated.
