FINAL ROUND PROMISES DRAMATIC SHOWDOWN

Friday, August 25, 2006 – Auburn, California 
 

Auburn, California – Veteran Division 1 star 
Charlie Venegas and graduating youth rider Ricky 
Felicio both scored perfect 15-point totals en route 
to the Fast Fridays Track Championship and the 
2006 AMA USA Speedway Youth National 
Championships on August 25 at Fast Fridays 
Speedway. 

The big doubleheader provided fans with two 
complete 20-heat championship programs, plus 
elimination heats and main events to determine the 
2006 Division 2 and Division 3 Fast Fridays Track 
Champions.  

Arguably the favorites to win the Youth 
National Title were Krystal Kramer and Ricky 
Felicio, both in their last appearance in the event, 
along with the likes of Ben Essary, Bryce Starks. 
Joey Holt and Will Hilgenberg. All of those riders 
performed well and scored in double figures, but 

Felicio had everything going for him on an evening 
when he was both fast and fortunate. 

Felicio’s pivotal showdowns with Cramer and 
Essary both ended up anticlimactically and with 
Felicio on top as his rivals suffered mechanical 
problems: Cramer a balky clutch and Essary a flat 
tire.

AMA USA Speedway National Championship Series, Round 2 of 3: 
Hancock wins as mechanical gremlins slow Hamill’s charge 

Auburn, California – After a dramatic series 
opener at Costa Mesa Speedway, some fans 
expected Round 2 at Fast Fridays to be dominated 
by a Greg Hancock-Billy Hamill rivalry that has 
always been a friendly one…but there was still a 
tinge of tension in the air after Hancock’s exclusion 
in Round 1. 

All of that was overshadowed at Costa Mesa by 
SoCal star Charlie Venegas, who was so in awe of 
the favored British League invaders that he 
whipped them and Mike Faria for his first National 
victory since the AMA USA Speedway Series was 
launched. 

Hamill, however, seemed to have the edge in 
Round 2 at Auburn, where he won his heads-up 



 

  
 

meeting with Greg Hancock in Heat 16 and took the 
lead in his final heat. All he needed to do was hold 
off local ace Tommy Hedden, but Hedden kept the 
pressure on and capitalized when Hamill’ s engine 
locked up and allowed Tommy to sneak past. 

That cost Hamill his chance to pull another 
point ahead of Hancock in the championship, as 
both earned a bonus point for their identical 14-
points scored in the qualifying rounds. 

Hamill and Hancock were joined by series 
leader Charlie Venegas in the main event and Bryan 
Yarrow also made the big show, his second 
appearance in A-Main event action at the national 
championship level.  

Hedden loaned Billy Hamill a bike for the final 
but Hancock out gated him in the A-Main while 
Hamill rode to a strong second over Venegas and 
Yarrow. 

So how did the points shape up at the end of the 
night? Venegas and Hancock were tied with 36 and 

Hamill had 35, creating an awesome scene set for 
the October 7 series finale. It’ s difficult, but not 
complicated: any of them will clinch the 
championship or go into a runoff if they win the A 
Main. It’ s possible for them to win the 
championship without an A-Main win…but highly 
unlikely. 

In addition, Hancock is poised on the brink of 
making history by earning his seventh AMA 
National Championship, which would equal the 
great Mike Bast’s total of AMA and SRA 
championships amassed in the 1970s at Costa Mesa 
Speedway. 

We’ ll be there on October 7, and you should 
too...if not, watch for delayed coverage of all of the 
action of the 2006 AMA USA Speedway National 
Championship Series on the new MavTV satalellite 
network and broadband distributor.
