Here are the full details on the election:

All Competition and Founding Members of
USA Speedway are eligible to vote for and
serve as Rider Representatives on the USA
Speedway Rules Committee.

Riders are freeto elect any individual as
their representatives. The Rider Reps may or
may not be active riders and do not have to live
in the region they are elected to serve.

Rider Reps will be elected to two-year
terms. The Rider Reps will join the USA
Speedway Rules Committee for its next

scheduled meeting (January 27, 2007, in Long
Beach, California) and will serve until
December 31 of 2008.

1 Rider Rep will be elected to represent
riders from the Northwest, 1 Rider Rep will be
elected to represent riders from the Southwest
and 1 Rider Rep will be elected to represent
riders from the East & Central Regions.

USA Speedway members may vote only
once and votes will betallied in the home
region of the voter.

Only ballots sent by current Competition
and Founding members of USA Speedway will
be considered valid. Riders wishing to join
USA Speedway and participate in the election
can use the membership application that
appearsin thisissue or request an application
from USA Speedway @earthlink.net.

Ballots have also been mailed during
October to all Competition and Founding
Members.

Election results will be from a count of all
valid ballots.

USA vs. World wraps up 2006 season at Fast Fridays

Auburn, Calif. -- Jason Crump again
displayed his FIM World Championship
credentials in spectacular fashion as heled The
World to its second straight win over the USA
in the 7" Annual USA vs. The World specia
event on October 27 here at Fast Fridays
Speedway.

After withstanding a furious charge by the
six-rider American team late in the event, The
World protected its lead in the important B-
Main event and then pulled away as Crump and
fellow Aussie Steve Johnston went 1-2 in the
A-Main event.

Like he did in 2005, Crump ran through his
six heat races undefeated, but thistime he
team-rode to second behind Johnston in the
pivotal A-Main event.

It was a great night of racing to close the
2006 Fast Fridays season, and the friendly
rivalry was complemented by the emotional
return to the track of Bobby “ The Blaze”
Hedden.

Hedden retired from Speedway after a
seriousinjury suffered in 2005, but he dusted
off hisriding gear to be paired with his younger
brother Tommy on Friday night.

Bobby scored two popular runner-up
finishes and seven points from his six rides, and
one of the night’s highlights camein Heat 9. In
that heat the Hedden brotherslaid down a 1-2
finish for a5-1 heat win in a Battle of the
Brothers: their opponents were Swedish sibs
Jonas and Daniel Davidsson.



The World enjoyed alarge lead early in the
event, but asix-point Heat 15 win by US
tactical substitute Bryan Yarrow capped a
superb but short-lived comeback for the home
team.

Yarrow’ swin gave Team USA a one-point
lead, but The World responded in spectacular
fashion with back-to-back 5-1 heats provided
by the pairings of Crump/Johnston and Brian
Karger/Armando Castagna.

That took alot of the wind out of the sails
of the American team, but The World didn’t
clinch their second win against five lossesin

this annual event until the final race of the
night.

The final score was 86-64. Individual
scoring was led by Crump with a perfect 18
points from six rides plus 8 for his A-Main
runner-up finish. Next best was Danish veteran
Karger with 12 points. Charlie Venegas and
Tommy Hedden led the American team with
10 points each, and Jonas Davidsson also
scored in double-figures for the visitors.

FIM allocates several '07 qualifying spots to Team USA

American riders will again have a chance to
chase several FIM World Championshipsin
2007 as members of AMA Team USA
Speedway.

Riders who are interested in any of these
competitions should contact USA Speedway as
soon as possible to discuss these rider
allocations:

Speedway World Cup —With AMA Team
USA Speedway seeded No. 6 in the world it
will avoid the need to go through a World Cup
Qualifying Round in 2007 and will instead be
seeded directly into either SWC Event 1 (July
14 in Vojens, Denmark) or SWC Event 2 (July
16 in Coventry, England).

Winners of Event 1 and 2 will advance
directly to the July 21 Finalsin Leszno, Poland,
while the teams finishing second and third go
into the July 19 Race-off in Leszno.

All of the teams that make it to Poland will
earn automatic seeds to the 2008 Speedway
World Cup, but the fourth-place teamsin
Events 1 and 2 will be relegated to the
qualifying rounds in 2008.

Grand Prix Qualifiers— Team USA had
two spots available in the 2006 Grand Prix
Qualifiers but Billy Janniro was the only taker,
so the FIM reduced our allocation to one rider
in 2007.

The member of Team USA Speedway
assigned to this series will open in Qualifying
Round 4 on June 30 in Motala, Sweden and

will need atop-seven finish to earn a
programmed ride in Semifinal 1 (July 7 in
Lonigo, Itay) or Semifinal 2 (July 8in
Ljublijana, Slovenia).

The final round — The Grand Prix
Challenge —is set for Vojens, Denmark on
September 15, where three riders will win
coveted bids to the 2008 FIM Grand Prix
Series.

Junior (Under 21) Championship — Two
spots in this prestigious championship have
been alocated to Team USA for 2007, and the
road to the championship for both American
riderswill begin on May 13 in Great Britain.

A British track yet to be named will host
Qualifying Round 4, which will include three
Brits, two riders each from Australia, France,
Germany, Poland, Russia and the United States
and one from New Zealand. The top 7 finishers
plus one reserve will advance to the semifinals,
either on June 16 in Vojens, Denmark, or June
17 in Daugavpils, Latvia.

85cc Youth Gold Trophy —Any ridersin
the 12-15 age group who want to take part in
the 2007 FIM Y outh Gold Trophy Speedway
should contact USA Speedway. Denmark will
host the’ 07 renewal from July 11-14.

More information is available on request,
and riders are reminded to put their hat in the
ring as soon as possible if you want to be part
of AMA Team USA Speedway in 2007.



Indy finale

Congratulationsto Todd Eads and B.J.
Fesselmeyer for wrapping up season
championships at Indianapolis National
Speedway at the season finale on October 14.

Eads won four of the season’slast five
Division 1 features to earn a 111-97 points
championship over Jim Ter chila, while
defending champ Joe Garrison missed the final
two rounds and ended up third with 84 points.

Fesselmeyer got hisfirst taste of D-1 racing
in 2006 and was dominant in hisfinal D-2

season, winning five times and scoring a
comfortable 106-79 points title over runner-up
Aaron Nichols, followed by Jerry Huff with 76
points.

Indianapolis National Speedway has
already posted its 2007 schedule, the most
ambitious ever with 15 events beginning on
May 19 and ending on October 13.

DRAFT MINUTES
USA Speedway Board of Directors Meeting
Sunday, October 8, 2006 — Rocklin, California
Directors Present: Bill Cody, Ryan Evans (Chairman), Dave Joiner (Vice-Chairman), Rick Miller, Ken Saillant

(Treasurer) and Harald Zechner.

Directors Excused: Paul Flanders, Brian Gaines and Gary Hicks.

Also Present: Bill Amick, Interim Executive Director.



Mr. Evans called the meeting to order at 10:10 am.

Consent Agenda: Dave Joiner moved and Bill Cody seconded that the Consent Agenda be approved in total,
including the following items:

a. Approva of April Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

b. Approval of May Finance Committee Meeting Minutes

c. Confirmation of the USA Speedway Code of Regulations

d. Approval of revised USA Speedway logo
The motion was unanimously approved.

Reports. Mr. Evans gave the floor to Mr. Amick for verbal reports and discussion on the following projects and
meetings:
a. National Championship Series and Events
2006 AMA USA Speedway National Championships: The series was highly competitive and
included areturn of AMA-sanctioned Speedway to Costa Mesa Speedway after an absence of 10
years. The series format will begin its 6" year in 2007 and scheduling will take place after this
month’s FIM Congress. Supplemental Regulations will be prepared thisfall with particular attention
paid to the Elimination Round, participation of Central/Eastern riders and possible fine-tuning of the
qualifying process.
2006 AMA USA Speedway Y outh Nationals: The championship was hosted by Fast Fridays
Speedway in conjunction with its Track Championship.
AMA USA Speedway National Sidecar Championships: Upcoming at Wheel2Wheel Raceway in
Victorville, California
AMA USA Speedway Under 21 National Championships: Negotiations are underway for an event
in Southern Californiaiin December.

b. 2007 AMA USA Speedway National Awards Banquet & Testimonial: This second annual event
will take place on January 27-28, 2007, on board the Queen Mary in Long Beach, California. The
format will be similar to last year’ sinaugural event but will now feature USA Speedway’ s National
Awards Banqguet in addition to Honoree activities.

¢c. AMA Team USA Speedway: American riders participated in the FIM Under 21 World
Championships (Skyler Greyson and Dario Galvin), the FIM Grand Prix Qualifying Series (Billy
Janniro) and the Speedway World Cup where ateam led by Captain Greg Hancock earned a No. 6
world ranking and an automatic seed to the 2007 Speedway World Cup. The high cost of
participation was discussed, and despite subsidies from the North American Motorcycle Union these
projects are very expensive for Team USA riders and teams. USA Speedway will seek opportunities
to encourage a more affordable format for this championship via reduced travel demands and/or
smaller teams.

d. Broadcast opportunities: MavTV filmed the 2006 National Championship Series and negotiation of
details for athree-year broadcast package isin final stagesamong AMA, USA Speedway and
MavTV. The board asked to be kept informed of developments and expressed support of the project
as outlined.

e. Rider Representative Elections. This report was deferred to New Business as not al Board
members had had an opportunity to review the election procedures and sample ballot.

f. British Speedway Promoters Association: Mr. Amick met with Terry Russell of the BSPA to
discussthe AMA USA Speedway/BSPA Agreement for 2007. None of the parties are seeking
changes to the agreement and it will remain essentially unchanged in 2007. Possible sale or
exchange of BSPA and USA Speedway broadcasts was also discussed. Mr. Amick also met with
Graham Reeve to discuss areas of mutual interest in youth speedway.



g.Canadian Motorcycle Association: Discussions have been initiated about possible projects of mutual
interest.

h.USA Speedway Now! The association’s electronic newsletter was launched in May and 12 issues
have been distributed. Various improvements and refinements are planned. For the immediate
future, the newsletter will continue to be offered at no cost to anyone asking for a subscription as a
marketing tool for USA Speedway memberships and programs.

Business and Financial Reports: The Treasurer, Mr. Saillant, reviewed the financial status of USA Speedway
nearing the end of itsfirst year in operation. Considering the late launch of the association and the deeply
discounted memberships offered in 2006, financia performance wasin line with expectations with a deficit
projected. Mr. Saillant emphasized the importance of building the membership base of USA Speedway and Mr.
Amick asked the Board members for their assistance in obtaining mailing lists and e-mail liststo assist in
spreading the word about USA Speedway.

Memberships: Problems with a supplier and then a catastrophic loss of data due to a hard-drive failure have left
delivery of membership materials far behind schedule. Mr. Amick apologized for the problems and after
discussion with the board a mailing to all members with the following enclosures will be made on a priority
basis:

2006 Membership cards, which will be honored through March of 2007

Cover letter explaining the delay

Proposal forms for submitting ideas for rule changes

Ballot for Rider Representatives on the AMA USA Speedway Rules Committee

Information on the 2007 AMA USA Speedway National Awards Banquet and Testimonial

Event Liability Insurance: Confirmation of good news for event promoters had just been received from the
AMA. The cost of the $1 million of liability insurance required by the AMA will be available from its new
preferred provider at a substantially lower cost than in 2006. Some details remain to be announced and USA
Speedway has requested clarification on several points.

Executive Session: The meeting adjourned at 1:05 pm and the Board of Directors went into Executive Session
during aworking lunch to discuss personnel issues.

The meeting resumed at 3 pm and Mr. Amick rejoined the meeting. Mr. Evans reported that the Board had
considered the management agreement proposal that had been offered by Heartland Media and Events and
recommended to the full Board by the Finance Committee. The full board proposed adjustments to the draft
agreement and tendered an offer to Mr. Amick to serve as Executive Director of USA Speedway. Mr. Amick
accepted the offer as modified and the formal agreement was to be revised accordingly for execution. Mr.
Amick, who had served as Interim Executive Director since April, thanked the Board for its confidence and all
parties pledged their best efforts to make USA Speedway successful.

New Business. At Mr. Zechner’ s request, clarification of the roles of board and staff members was discussed.
He emphasized the importance of enhanced communication and asked that more information be provided on a
timely basis from the staff to the board.

Ken Saillant moved and Howie Zechner seconded that the Rider Rep election procedures and sample ballot
provided by Mr. Amick be approved. The motion was passed unanimously. Three Rider Repsto the AMA USA
Speedway Rules Committee will be elected thisfall to two-year terms.

Rules: The rule-making process under USA Speedway was discussed and Mr. Amick outlined the following
timeline.
