All Competition and Founding Members of USA Speedway are eligible to vote for and serve as Rider

Representatives on the USA Speedway Rules Committee.

Riders are free to elect any individual as their representatives. The Rider Reps may or may not be active
riders and do not have to live in the region they are elected to serve.

Rider Reps will be elected to two-year terms. The Rider Reps will join the USA Speedway Rules Committee
for its next scheduled meeting (January 27, 2007, in Long Beach, California) and will serve until December 31 of

2008.

1 Rider Rep will be elected to represent riders from the Northwest, 1 Rider Rep will be elected to represent
riders from the Southwest and 1 Rider Rep will be elected to represent riders from the East & Central Regions.

USA Speedway members may vote only once and votes will be tallied in the home region of the voter.

Only ballots sent by current Competition and Founding members of USA Speedway will be considered valid.
Riders wishing to join USA Speedway and participate in the election can use the 2006 membership application
that appears in this issue or request an application from USASpeedway@earthlink.net.

Election results will be from a count of all valid ballots. Ties will be broken by a vote of the Rules Committee.

The deadline for ballots to be received by USA Speedway is Friday, December 8.

2005 are not eligible.

The winner of the event will receive an
automatic bid to the 2007 FIM Junior World

Championships, with afirst-round qualifying
event on May 13, 2007, in England.

Note: The seeded position is subject to the
rider meeting all FIM eligibility requirements.
Riders who turn 21 during calendar year 2006,
for example, are eligible for the AMA USA
Speedway 2006 Championship but will not be
eligible for the 2007 FIM Under 21
Championship.

Arizona Thanksgiving Speedway Invitational

Mojave Crossing Event Center, Fort Mojave, Arizona

November 25, 2006

Former World Champion Billy " The
Bullet" Hamill added another title to his
extensive trophy collection by winning the First
Annual Thanksgiving Invitational at the
Mojave Crossing Event Center in Bullhead
City, Arizona.

Hamill, who had to qualify for the mainin
afour-rider runoff for two spots, was lined up
in Gate 4 for the main event, and when the
tapes went up he trapped the field entering turn
one and left little doubt of the outcome.

Australian star Kevin Doolan, the high-
point qualifier with 13 of a possible 15, gave
chase but couldn®gain any ground. Behind
Doolan came Shawn M cConnell, who
gualified for the feature with 12 qualifying
points, and Tommy Hedden, who like Hamill
fought his way to the final viathe runoff.

Hamill increased hislead with every lap
and cruised to victory over Doolan, and
McConnell out-dueled Hedden for third.

The event was held at the beautiful Mojave
Crossing Event Center, located across the
Colorado River from the Avi Casino near
Laughlin, Nevada.

It was the first-ever AMA USA Speedway
event at the facility and a first-ever promotion
by Division One speedway star Nate Perkins
of nearby Bullhead City, Arizona.

A top field of riders answered Nate's call to
compete in the event, which offered a
traditional 20-heat, 16-rider championship
format followed by a sudden-death four-rider
main event.

In avery competitive program, every rider
dropped at least two points. Doolan and

McConnell transferred directly to the main
event with their scores of 13 and 12, and four
stars went to the runoff with 11 points each:
Hamill, Hedden, Mike Faria and Ryan
Fisher.

Just missing a shot at the main was Billy
Janniro, who was back from England for the
off-season and scored 10 points.

At the intermission after three of five rounds,
Doolan and McConnell had already asserted
themselves with eight points each of a possible
nine. Faria, Janniro, and Hedden had seven
points, while Fisher had six and Perkins and
Hamill weretied on five.

Perhaps the biggest surprise was Hamill,
who was in serious danger of missing the main
event, something that rarely happens when the
veteran gets home from Europe to race for his
home fans.

But you never count out The Bullet, and he
gained ground in his fourth ride by defeating
Doolan and Hedden.

With one round to go, Doolan, McConnell,
Faria and Janniro were tied with 10 points,
followed by Fisher with nine and Hedden and
Hamill with eight each.

Hamill won again in Heat 18 to reach 11
points, and then had to hold his breath to see
what would happen in pivotal Heats 19 and 20.
At that point Doolan was already assured a spot
in the main event but the final three spots were
wide open.

Hedden held off Fisher for the win in Heat
19, putting both into atie with Hamill on 11
points. Going into the final heat, Doolan



remained the only rider with aticket to the
final.

Faria, Janniro and McConnell, all with 10
points and firein their eyes, lined up for Heat
20 with Eddie Castro, who was having an off
night with 2 points from four rides.

Janniro exploded from the line and took a
comfortable lead, but then he hooked up exiting
turn four and tumbled hard.

A restart was ordered with Janniro
relegated to the penalty line. McConnell got the
best start and took the early lead while Castro
threatened on the outside.

“Fast Eddie” found plenty of traction on the
outside, pulled alongside McConnell and
surged ahead on the final lap to secure a
spectacular win. The appreciative crowd gave
Castro a standing ovation, and second was just
enough to put McConnell directly into the
main.

When the scores were tallied Faria s third-
place finish meant he would battle Hamill,

Hedden, and Fisher in arunoff for the final two
spots in the main and Janniro was a point shy
and done for the evening.

Hamill made no mistakes and led from the
pole while Fisher settled into second and
seemed to be headed for the main until he
found too much traction in turn four and went
over backward in the same spot that ended
Janniro’s march to the main.

Tommy Hedden performed a magnificent
laydown to avoid a potential disaster. Hamill
was awarded the win and Hedden second as the
pair moved on to the main.

Four laps later Hamill had completed an
impressive comeback and climbed the top step
of the podium after winning the feature over
Doolan, McConnell and Hedden.

Feedback from both riders and an excellent
crowd was overwhelmingly positive and Nate
Perkins plans to present several more events at
the Mojave Crossing Event Center in 2007.
