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Facchini Brothers shine (sun doesn’t) at U21 Nationals;
California Youth titles to Ramirez, Green & McDougall

INDUSTRY, Calif. — The images on the
XtremeSpeedwayA ction.com live webcast
today at Industry Speedway looked like a
British League match in March: A storm was
rolling in with cold winds, temperatures
hovered in the 50s, and there were more knit
caps and hoodies being worn than you' d find at
a convention of home invaders.

The occasion was the 2006 AMA USA
Speedway Under 21 National Championships
and California State Y outh Championships.
And no matter how cool it was, everyone gave
thanks for the roof on The Grand Arena and
also for the young talent on display.

This was one of those occasions when great
riders like Greg Hancock, Bobby Schwartz
and Eddie Castro were on the sidelines
cheering on the kids, and when Billy Hamill
was cheering on hiskid.

After practice and a brief round of
elimination heats, 36 riders aged 5-21 put on a
high-quality event with 41 racesjammed into a
three-hour package.

In the end, it was a Facchini Brothers
family affair as Neil closed out the Under-21
phase of his career with a stellar 15-point
maximum and little brother Dale locked down
the silver medal in arunoff over T.J. Fowler.

In the Division 1 Y outh class, with the
California State Championship on the line, the
contest on paper looked like Ben Essary vs.
Krystal Cramer vs. everybody else. But Jason
Ramirez turned it into a battle for second as he
won all three of his heats and dominated the
main event.

In the main, Ramirez was followed at the
finish by Cramer and Essary as Bryce Starks
just missed the podium.

Y outh D-2, also with the AMA USA
Speedway State Championship on the line,
featured a spirited battle between eventual
winner Russell Green and Northern
California s Thomas Reich.

Each ripped off three heat winsto set up a

pivotal showdown in their fourth and final heat
races. Green scored the win in that heat and the
Green-Reich 1-2 finish was repeated in the
main event as Chad Hoyt also earned a
podium spot.

Rounding out the program were four heats
for the PeeWee State Championships with kids
aged 5-8 front and center. River M cDougall
swept to the State Championship while Kurtis
Hamill and Cassandra M edellin rounded out
the top three and 5-year-old Bryson Galvin put
thefirst official race of his career in the books.

The AMA USA Speedway Under 21
National Championships were organized by
USA Speedway Chairman Ryan Evansin
cooperation with the American Speedway
Coalition and the Industry Hills Event Center.

The race featured atraditional 20-hesat
championship format and asiit turned out Heat
14 was the decider. Neil Facchini and T.J.
Fowler both came into that heat with perfect
scores and the winner would be able to control
his own destiny the rest of the way.

Neil nailed the start, while Fowler gated
poorly and had to use every trick in his
repertoire to overtake Tim Gomez for second.
Facchini then sealed the deal with atapes-to-
flag win in Heat 19 over afield including little
brother Dale.

The momentum was completely reversed
for Fowler and the younger Facchini, both of
whom are 18 years old, as Fowler started hot
and faded while Facchini got stronger as the
day went on.

Dale dropped a point to Fowler in the first
round and one to Kenny Ingalls in round four,
while Fowler won hisfirst three heats before
losing to Neil Facchini.

After Dale closed his evening with 12
points Fowler needed afirst or second in his
final heat to lock up second on the day But in
the 20" and last heat he struggled all the way
and ran third to Dario Galvin (last year's
national runner-up) and Brian Starr.



That left T.J. and Dalein atie, and with the
momentum in the Facchini camp running high
Dale took the runoff and Fowler had to settle
for third.

Rounding out the top five in the scoring
were Galvin and Ingalls with solid 11 point
scores. Also in the top 10 were Brian Starr,
Tim Gomez, J.T. Mabry, New Yorker Casey

Scott Autrey is final Team USA Speedway Honoree for ‘07

Scott Autrey, one of the leading pioneers
of America s resurgence as an international
Speedway power in the 1970s and ‘ 80s, has
been named as the final AMA Team USA
Speedway Honoree of 2007.

Scott joins three great names of Speedway
—MikeBasgt, Barry Briggs and the late
Cordy Milne—asa 2007 honoree. . They will
be recognized January 27-28 at the USA
Speedway National Awards Banquet and
Testimonial Presented by System Edstrom
aboard the Hotel Queen Mary in Long Beach,
Cdlifornia

Autrey had a superb nine-year career in the
British Speedway League from 1973-1982 but
among his many achievements his 1978 effort
in the FIM World Championship stands out.

It had been 30 years since an American
stood on a World Speedway Championship
podium, but Scott proved himself a contender
with third-place finishes in both the Overseas
Final and Intercontinental Final.

That put him through to the World Finals at
famed Wembley Stadium and he broke
America slong dry spell by scoring 11 points

for a stirring third-place finish behind the great
Ole Olsen and Gordon Kennett.

Proving he was anything but a one-hit
wonder, Scott was also a durable and
dependable scorer for Exeter in British League
racing. He raced in Exeter colors from 1973-
1979, replacing Ivan Mauger as captain in 1978
and leading the entire league in scoring in 1979
with astout 10.91 average.

He paved the way for the likes of Bruce
Penhall to make their mark on the world scene
and is amore than worthy selection as a 2007
AMA Team USA Speedway Honoree.
