States, Italy, Sloveniaand Hungary on Sunday in acrucial qualifying event for the 2006
FIM Speedway World Cup.

While Clerk of the Course I stvan Dar ago preps the 376-meter track located two hours
northeast of the capital city of Budapest he is no doubt keeping an eye on atroubling

weather forecast: Showers are forecast for both the Saturday practice and Sunday race.
Meanwhile, AMA Team USA Speedway is converging on Miskolc from all directions.

Team USA stalwarts Billy Hamill and Greg Hancock will be the first on the scene, with
wheels down today (Friday) in Budapest. Sam Ermolenko, Ronnie Correy, Billy
Janniro and Brent Werner will fly in on Saturday morning. And rookie ChrisKerr
will arrive around the same time after a 20+ hour drive from the UK in Billy Janniro’'s
van with Associate Team Manager Richard Child and lan Hewlitt.

The van from the UK will carry several bikes, a couple dozen tires and the team’ s supply
of methanol ...and atip of the USA Speedway helmet goes to Joe Hughes | nter national
for sponsoring those key supplies.

Two other trucks are en route from Sweden, one from System Edstrom of Sweden with
bikes for Hancock and Ermolenko and one with the Hamill and Janniro machines.

It might sound complicated, but fielding a seven-rider team in an event 1000 miles from
their normal haunts gets complicated. Keep in mind that Kerr, Hancock and Janniro all
had British League fixtures last (Thursday) night and Janniro suits up again on Friday for
the Coventry Bees before flying out of London at 6 am. Saturday.

When the Speedway World Cup Qualifier event ends Sunday, it’s back to Budapest for
Monday morning flights...as virtually the entire team has commitments Monday night in
England and/or Tuesday in Sweden...and long drives back for the others.

Only the winning team advances, and many figure the contest will be a showdown
between Team USA and the talented Slovenian squad led by Grand Prix riders M atej
Zagar and Mategj Ferjan.

Team Captain Greg Hancock is currently showing some of his best form in recent
memory as he consistently scores double figures in British, Swedish and Polish |league
matches and ranks No. 3 in the FIM Grand Prix Series. At the other end of the spectrum,
former world champ Sam Ermolenko comes to hisfinal dance with Team USA battered
from a spectacular crash in Sweden on May 16...and veteran Brent Werner’s Saturday
practice laps will be hisfirst since breaking a collarbone nearly two months ago.

Be sure to send out some positive vibesto AMA Team USA Speedway during the
upcoming Memorial Day weekend. Their next stop after winning on Sunday will be
Speedway World Cup Event 2 on July 18 in Malilla, Sweden. A top three-finish there
will guarantee a spot in the big dance, the July 20-22 Speedway World Cup in Reading,
England. Best wishes also to young Dario Galvin, who fliesto Europe on May 30 to
prep for avery difficult FIM Under 21 World Championship Semifinal in Poland.
