2006 AMA NATIONAL SERIES OPENER APPROACHES 
Mt. Vernon, Ohio – The countdown has begun for the 2006 AMA USA Speedway National 

Speedway Series, which will include three rounds at the nation’s most prestigious Speedway venues. 
It all starts on Saturday, August 5, as Costa Mesa Speedway hosts AMA championship racing for 

the first time in a decade. USA Speedway was given an opportunity to provide a “Welcome race fans”  
letter that will be included the event’s souvenir program. That letter sums up how pleased we are to be 
working with the Oxley family and Costa Mesa Speedway on this event and how appreciative we are 
of the efforts of numerous people who helped make this race possible.  

Here is the text of the letter:  
On behalf of USA Speedway, welcome to 

the opening round of the 2006 AMA USA 
Speedway National Championship Series at 
famed Costa Mesa Speedway. This will be the 
first AMA-sanctioned championship event in 
Costa Mesa for nearly a decade, and all 
involved are delighted to be working with the 
Oxley family and the great Costa Mesa staff. In 
addition to tonight’s opener, the 2006 
championship series will visit Fast Fridays 
Speedway in Auburn, California, on September 
1 and October 7. 

With the sport’s most famous American 
venues and great riders including World 
Champions Greg Hancock, Billy Hamill and 
Bobby Schwartz and National Champions like 
Mike Faria, Charlie Venegas and Bart Bast, 
this year’s series has it all!

This was done in full 
cooperation with the FIM and the AMA, and in 
fact USA Speedway is formally recognized by 
AMA Sports as its exclusive competition 
affiliate for Speedway racing. 

The Board of Directors of USA Speedway 
includes several individuals who have been 
involved in Speedway at the Orange County 
Fairgrounds for many years: Among them are 
USA Speedway Chairman Ryan Evans, Gary 

Hicks Sr., Howie Zechner of RAZ Video and 
former riders “ Wild Bill”  Cody and Rick 
Miller. With the AMA’s recognition, leadership 
from individuals like these and support of 
riders across the nation, USA Speedway 
pledged to unify American Speedway and 
restore it to prominence.  

No Speedway unification effort can be 
considered successful without the involvement 
of Costa Mesa Speedway, and tonight is a 
celebration of the first giant step in the 
direction of all US Speedway venues banding 
together for the betterment of all. 

Special mention needs to be made of Fast 
Fridays Speedway promoter Dave Joiner, 
Costa Mesa promoter Brad Oxley and of Howie 
Zechner. The persistence, good will and good 
faith demonstrated by Dave and Brad – 
coupled with Howie’s considerable skills at 
shuttle diplomacy – helped USA Speedway 
bridge communication gaps and create new 
understandings that bode well for the future of 
American Speedway. 

We believe that tonight’s race is just the 
beginning of a new era for Speedway. If you 
would like more information about USA 
Speedway, drop us a line at 118 East High 
Street, Mt. Vernon, OH 43050 or e-mail us at 
usaspeedway@earthlink.net.

AMA TEAM USA SPEEDWAY EARNS WORLD NO. 6 RATING 
Reading, England (From USA Speedway 

News Releases) -- An out-gunned AMA Team 
USA Speedway was eliminated from the 
Speedway World Cup tournament on July 20 
after a fourth-place finish in the World Cup 
Race-Off at Reading Speedway. Team USA 
ended its 2006 World Cup campaign with a No. 
6 world ranking and the satisfaction of an 
automatic seed into the 2007 tournament. 

Denmark and Great Britain finished 1-2 in 
the Race-Off and earned the final two transfers 
to the World Cup Finals, which was held at 
Reading Speedway on Saturday, July 22. 
Poland edged the United States for third in the 
Race-Off and was also eliminated from the 
tournament. 

Australia and Sweden had already qualified 
for the Finals and faced the Danes and British 
in the climax to the 2006 Speedway World 
Cup, which was won by Team Denmark. 

As was the case throughout the tournament, 
Team USA was paced by FIM Grand Prix star 
Greg Hancock, who had four wins and two 
seconds and led all individual scorers in the 
Race-Off with 19 points.  

Hans Andersen paced the winning Danes 
with a solid 14-point effort while Team Captain 

Scott Nicholls led the runner-up British with 
12. Tomas Gollob was the high-point rider for 
Poland with 14. 

Hancock’s win in the night’s first heat gave 
Team USA a fleeting lead but the meeting 
evolved into two battles: one for victory 
between Denmark and the host British and a 
secondary contest between the USA and Poland 
for the final spot on the podium and the No. 5 
world ranking. 

The British enjoyed an early team lead but 
surrendered it to Team Denmark when 
Andersen won Heat 7 of 25. The Danes led by 
as many as eight points but could not put away 
the British until Heat 24, which Andersen won 
after American Billy Janniro suffered an engine 
failure while leading on the final lap. 

A Janniro win in Heat 24 would have 
pulled Team USA within one point of Poland 
and set up a Heat 25 showdown for third in 
team scoring, but the Americans’  11th-hour 
hopes went up in smoke with Billy’s engine. 

Joining Hancock and Janniro on the five-
rider American team were Billy Hamill, Ronnie 
Correy and Brent Werner.

Race Reports - CHAMPIONSHIP EVENTS 
 
AMA USA SPEEDWAY CENTRAL CHAMPIONSHIP SERIES (July 1-8) 

There were three events, $5,000 in cash 
awards and a coveted spot in the 2006 AMA 
USA Speedway National Series up for grabs 
in the 2006 Central Championship Series. 

One of the expected contenders fell out of 
the running at the series opener at Indianapolis 
National Speedway when Chicago’s Dawid 
Bendzera scored 10 points but went down 
with a shoulder injury. Eventual champion 
Wieslaw Oskiewicz and Jim Terchila headed 
for round two in Du Quoin, Illinois, 
deadlocked with 13 points and hotly pursued 
by Ar tur  Taraszka with 12. 

Indoors in Du Quoin none of those three 
came out on top, however, as Todd Eads 
inserted himself into the title chase with an 
event-winning 13-point total. That sent the 
field to Valpo Speedway on July 8 with a 
deadlock between Oskiewicz and Eads at 24 
points, followed closely by Terchila with 23. 
One of those riders figured to claim the 
championship and a $2,000 bonus for travel 

assistance to represent the Central and 
Eastern regions in the AMA USA Speedway 
National Series. 

The competition remained close in 
Valpo, but Oskiewicz rose to the occasion 
with the strongest individual performance of 
the series – 14 of a possible 15 points – to 
claim the title and an August 5 trip to Costa 
Mesa. 

USA Speedway congratulates Wieslaw 
Oskiewicz on his championship and 
appreciates the support of riders and 
promoters alike for this new series. We hope 
it will be the model for future series in the 
Eastern states as well as the Central Region. 

Special thanks are owed to Br ian 
Gaines, Drew Gatewood and Ken Saillant 
of AMA Sports, along with Jim Terchila, 
who worked hard for the series both behind 
the scenes and on his Jawa. Here are the 
results:

CALIFORNIA STATE CHAMPIONSHIP  
The Grand Arena, City of Industry, California (July 15) 

Just two weeks after his return to Speedway 
action, Josh Larsen had knocked off enough 
rust to capture an exciting title in the highly-
competitive 2006 AMA USA Speedway 
California State Championship. 

The promoting American Speedway 
Coalition settled on a traditional 20-heat 

championship format for the event so that the 
title would be decided on the basis of a full 
night’s efforts rather than a sudden-death main 
event. Fans were rewarded by a thrilling 
program where the title was too close to call 
right up through Heat 20. 



 

Things didn’ t start on a very positive note 
for the eventual champion as Larsen had to 
pick himself off the ground and scramble to 
third for one-point in the night’s opening heat. 
In the end, that point saved Josh from a runoff 
as we went undefeated the rest of the night to 
win with a strong 13-point performance. 

After four rounds, at least six riders 
remained in the thick of things and four 
(Larsen, Bryan Yarrow, Mike Far ia and 
Eddie Castro) were tied on 10 points. Tommy 
Hedden was just behind with 9 points and 
Grand Arena wizard Char lie Venegas had 8 
after a crash and DNF in Heat 15. 

Under similar circumstances, several of the 
contenders usually wilt under the pressure of 
the final round, but that wasn’ t the case in the 
2006 California State Championship. The six 
contenders accounted for three heat wins and 

two seconds in the final round of four heats as 
veteran Bobby Schwar tz and young charger 
Shawn Harmatiuk played the spoilers. 

Here’s how the thrilling round played out: 
Heat 17: Tommy Hedden won and became 

the “ leader in the clubhouse”  with 12 points. 
Heat 18: Larsen raised the bar with his 

fourth straight win and a total score of 13, and 
Harmatiuk split winner Larsen and Castro to 
take Fast Eddie out of the mix.  

Heat 19: Bobby Schwartz bounced back 
from a slow start with a heat win and Yarrow 
dropped out of contention with a third. 

Heat 20: Mike Faria had a chance to tie 
Larsen on 13 points but he was edged by The 
Edge as Venegas won the final heat. 

After 20 races, just two points separated six 
great riders and Josh Larsen had another piece 
of hardware for his crowded trophy case.

NORTH VS. SOUTH CHALLENGE 
Fast Fridays Speedway, Auburn, California (July 21) 

Balanced scoring by the North Team gave it 
the lead in Heat 5 and kept it out front all the 
way as clutch rides in the nominated B and A 
Mains closed out the North’s sixth consecutive 
victory over the invading South squad in the 
2006 North vs. South Challenge. 

This year’s event featured six-rider teams 
and the outcome remained in question until the 
final race of the night, the A-Main, in which 
Bryan Yarrow and Tommy Hedden 
displayed masterful team riding to close out the 
North’s victory. 

Buck Blair  led all individual scorers with 
18 from seven rides for the South, including six 
from a wild card victory in Heat 13 to pull the 
South within 9 points after it had fallen 18 
behind. Also masterful for the South was 
spectacular veteran John “ Cowboy”  Cook, 

who scored 11 despite a crash in his first 
competitive appearance of 2006.  

The North was overpowering, however, as 
Bryan Yarrow amassed 15 points and three of 
his teammates – Mike Far ia, Chad Felicio 
and Tommy Hedden – scored a dozen each. 

The North carried a 62-49 advantage into 
the B-Main, in which Arizona’s Nate Perkins 
scored a must victory to narrow the gap and 
keep the outcome undecided. But then Yarrow 
and Hedden closed out the deal for the North in 
the A-Main. 

Also on the card were championship-format 
events for Youth division riders, and North 
rider Chad Felicio got to change roles and play 
Proud Papa to D-1 Youth winner Ricky Felicio 
and D-3 Youth champ Amber  Felicio.

ITALIAN GRAND PRIX - Lonigo, Italy (July 29) 
 

Jason Crump continued his complete 
domination of the 2006 FIM Speedway Grand 
Prix Series by winning for the fourth time in six 
events Saturday night at Lonigo, Italy. 
Speculation that Crump would not be up to par 
for the meeting as a result of an ankle injury 
suffered in England proved groundless as 
Crump waltzed through his five heats with 13 
points (second only to Hans Andersen’s 14). 

Crump earned his spot in the Final with a 
runner-up finish to Leigh Adams in his 
semifinal and then, as usual, turned it up a 
notch in the Final with a brilliant move past 
Andersen en route to a comfortable victory. 

“ I gave him an inch of room and that’s all 
he needed,”  Andersen said after fading to third 
behind Crump and Scott Nicholls with Adams 
trailing the field. 

Nicholls’  good fortune was Greg Hancock’s 
bad luck. The former British League teammates 
both qualified for Semifinal 1, in which 
Andersen and Hancock looked to be sure 
transfers until young Slovenian star Matej  
Zagar  crashed while under attack by Nicholls 
on lap three. 

Zagar and many observers thought referee 
Tony Steele was kind to Nicholls when he 

excluded Zagar – who insisted Nicholls took 
away his front wheel at the approach to turn 
three – and called for a restart among 
Andersen, Hancock and Nicholls.  

Nicholls squeezed Hancock in turn one on 
the restart and Greg was never able to mount a 
serious attack on second and the final transfer 
position. 

Hancock continues to hold down the 
runner-up spot in the chase for the world 
championship, but Crump’s dominance of the 
series is such that he is on pace to clinch his 
second title with two or possibly even with 
three rounds to go. 

For 1997 World Champion Hancock, two 
of the busiest weeks of his hectic season lie 
ahead, highlighted by his return to the United 
States to begin defense of his AMA National 
Championship on August 5 and then the 
Swedish Grand Prix in Malilla on August 12. 

The legendary Tony Rickardsson, whose 
miserable 2006 farewell season can do little to 
detract from his stellar collection of hardware, 
hopes to return in Malilla and give his Swedish 
fans one last victory at the Grand Prix level.

Race Reports – STANDARD EVENTS 
 
Wheel2Wheel Raceway, Victorville, California (July 4)  

Steve Evans and John Aden deserve a pat 
on the back for bringing AMA USA Speedway 
action back to Victorville, California, but the 
opening event celebration on July 4 was marred 
by the heavy crash in the main event involving 
Skyler  Greyson and Buck Blair . 

Buck spent the night in the hospital for 
observation, and Skyler continues to battle back 
from head injuries suffered in the crash which 
led to cancellation of the remainder of the 
program. 

This year’s events at Wheel2Wheel 
Raceway were approved as Developmental 
Events by USA Speedway, allowing for 
reduced minimum purses as sponsor and fan 
support is cultivated in Victorville. USA 
Speedway applauds all of the companies and 
individuals who have stepped up to help re-

establish Speedway in Southern California’s 
High Desert area. 

In addition to individual competition, 
Wheel2Wheel will offer team speedway events, 
and on July 4 it had teams including the 
Woodland Eagles, Victorville Schlamanns 
Service Vikings, Orange County BBB 
Raingutters Bees and Industry Hills Aces.

Entry Fees and Pit Gate Fees 
 a. No entry fee for riders. 
 b. Maximum entry fee for mechanics is $20 per event. 
 c. Limit of 3 mechanics per rider may be enforced by promoter at each event. 
 d. All riders and mechanics must be members of the AMA. 
 e. All persons in the pit area and other restricted areas are subject to the venue’s

 2. Qualify for one or more 2006 AMA National Series “A” mains 

 3. Qualify for the 2007 FIM Speedway Grand Prix Series (This criteria applies to 
American riders only) 

4. Qualify for the Finals of the 2006 FIM World Under 21 championships (This criteria 
applies to American riders only)

Elimination Round riders for 2007 will be named by USA Speedway in consultation with AMA 
Sports from among riders requesting entries.
